	Purpose
	This programme aims to offer graduate students who are involved in the study of Japan (and East Asia) opportunities to participate in an academic coursework, attend cultural activities conduct individual surveys and research, and field trip in Japan so as to deepen their understandings of Japan as well as to help them become human resources to activate intellectual community and promote collaboration and cooperation in the East Asia.
This Programme is implemented as part of the Japan-East Asia Network of Exchange of Students and Youths (JENESYS) Programme.

	Description of the 
Programme
	This program offers opportunities to attend academic course works, discussions, cultural activities, field trip, and conduct individual research; as well as to meet and build networks with other graduates students in the Asia/Oceania region.
However, those who are aiming to obtain a degree in Japan are not eligible to apply.

	4
	Eligible Applicants
	(1) Applicable universities (institutes) will nominate graduate students who are of one of the nationalities below who are enrolled in the master or higher degree course at a graduate school in one of the applicable countries.

　Indonesia, Malaysia, The Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, Brunei, Vietnam, Laos, Myanmar, Cambodia, India, Australia, New Zealand.

*Ｔhe Japanese diplomatic mission and the Japan Foundation will specify graduate schools that offer Japanese Studies.
(2) Promising students enrolled in graduate schools (Masters or Doctoral level) that are 35 years old or younger as of July 1, 2010. If there are no suitable graduate schools (of that specialized field) in that country, the applicant is expected to have the same level of ability and knowledge of a graduate student, and to have professional work experience.

(3) Those that major in East Asian Studies, preferably Japanese Studies. Those who major in a field of natural science would be applicable in case the student needs to study theme of a field of humanities or social sciences in Japan.

(4) Those that have good academic grades and abilities to communicate in English. Candidates are required to hold GPA (Grade Point Average) over 3.0 and TOEFL score over 79 on IBT. If applicants are not able to submit TOEFL scores due to the situations of their country, they are required to submit alternative qualifications that demonstrate their English proficiency.

(5) The applicant is expected to understand deeply the purpose of the programme, to study with a sincere effort in Japan, and to communicate with other participants and Japanese students in a positive manner. 

(6) The applicant is expected to utilize the knowledge and network gained from the programme for his/her career and future activities.

(7)Those who intend to master Japanese language, acquire industrial technology, and have basic trainings in the field of arts and traditional cultures such as tea ceremony and flower arrangement, etc. are not eligible to apply. 
(8) Applicants should not have experience of receiving fellowships from government to study in Japan.

	Grant Coverage
	(1) Round-trip air ticket between the nearest international airport from home and Japan (In principle, the air ticket will be discount economy class).

(2) Departure tax/airport charges

(3) Overseas travel accident insurance

(4) Total cost in Japan: accommodation fee, meal stipend, transportation fee, application fee and tuition fee for the academic coursework (university summer session), entrance fees (at official cultural events) etc.

(5) Accommodation fee and meal stipend will be also given in case the participant needs to stay for transit before arrive in Japan.

	Instructions for 
Application Form
	(1) These materials include; ① Application forms, ② Letter of Reference, ③ English language ability certificate (Certification form of TOEFL score or alternative certificates), ④official academic transcript of the last and the latest GPA score in a graduate school or university.

(2) Please use only the space given on the application form except where indicated.
(3) Please keep one copy for your files. The application and other documentation will not be returned.
(4) The application form should be filled out in English.
(5) Applications should be typewritten with a typewriter or computer. Handwriting would be applicable only when absolutely necessary. In that case, it should be written with a ballpoint pen (black ink) clearly in block characters.
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(1) Name: Those who have names in Chinese characters should give their names both in Chinese characters and the Roman alphabet. Other candidates should write only in the Roman alphabet.
(2) Nationality/Permanent residency: List all nationalities (citizenships) and permanent-residency permits you hold.
(3) Contact information: Give the name of the applicant’s institution including the name of department, the contact information of his/her institution, and the current address. Please promptly notify the relevant Foundation office or Japanese Embassy/Japanese Consulate General where you have submitted the application, if there are any change in your contact information.
(4) Higher education/employment: Give the academic background after entering a university until now and employment history, if any. As for academic background, write the name of university, its address, major field of study, acquired degree, and the year and month of graduation (completion).  As for employment history, specify the name of place of work, address, and the position/title you held, and the periods of employment.
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(9) Referees/Recommenders: List the names, institutions, departments, and positions of individuals to whom you requested to make the Letter of Reference.
(10) Previous Stay in Japan: Applicants who have been in Japan should indicate the period and purpose of each stay, and list any scholarship received thereof.  It is not necessary to indicate short trips for sightseeing. If you have been in Japan on an invitation from the Japan Foundation, please specify the period and the name of the programme, regardless of length.
(11) Summary of the Project: Write in the given space only in the size 10 font.
    Describe concretely the research purpose and significance, including relevant research, if any. Write a concrete research method, plan and the necessary period of time while you are in Japan. Give a specific reason for necessity of staying in Japan instead of being in your own country.
    Describe your mid-long term goal in research and career.

	8
	Screening Policy
	(1) Priority will be given to those who will deal in research and educational activities as researchers on Japan (and East Asia) in the future.
(2) In principle, priority will be given to those who have not studied in or been to Japan in the past.

	9
	Selection and 
Notification of Results
	The Japan Foundation Headquarters will conduct the final screening of the applications. The result will be announced to the applicants through the Japanese Embassy, Japanese Consulate General, or the Japan Foundation overseas offices.


	10
	Obligations

	The Invitees are obliged to agree with the following stipulations.

(1) To obey the laws of Japan during their stay in Japan.
(2) During the period of invitation, to devote to study and not to make use of their stay in Japan for any other purpose such as economical, religious, or political purposes.
(3) In case Invitees are introduced to publicity or media during the period of invitation, Invitees are, to specify that they are in Japan by the JENESYS Programme.
(4) Invitees are to submit a study implementation report and an outcome of the project such as research paper to the Japan Foundation.
(5) Invitees are not allowed to go abroad or return to their home countries during the programme.

(6) Return to their home country as scheduled after the official program is over. 
(7) Not to bring along any family members, etc..

	Disclosure of 
Information
	The submitted documents and information (except those that are exempt under the law) may be disclosed to the public if there are any request for information disclosure under the “Independent Administrative Institution Information Disclosure Act”.
